After the Fall , by Kathy Rouser

The month of January makes me think of the fall. No, not the autumn season, or the fall of Adam and Eve
. into sin, but the fall that defined our family's life. On January 16, 1999, my husband, Jack, fell off of our two -story roof ont o
. our concrete front porch. Since then, time was often divided into two categories: Before the Fall and After the Fall.
The year of 1998 had not been easy. Around that time I'd had to move my mother to a nursing home near my sister in
Saglnaw because of her declining health. I'd also had a miscarriage. I'd been my mother's main caretaker and | grieved the

: loss of having her near by, while I grieved the loss of a baby girl | would never hold in this life. | suffered from anemia a nd
: chronic fatigue. Seven months later my mother passed away.
. In January of 1999, the doctor told me | had chronic Epstein  -Barr virus and told me to go home and rest. Two days

: later, Jack was up on the roof and our lives changed when a neighbor urgently knocked on the door and said, "Please call 911,
: Jack fell off the roof."
As | looked at my husband, lying half in the bushes and half on the ground, a dozen different thoughts flew through my
» mind. After the ambulance picked him up, the police took me to the emergency entrance at the local hospital. My father -in-law
: stayed as long as he could, but at the time my in  -laws were helping another family member and her children through a crisis.
: Jack had been whisked away on a gurney for further examination. A hospital chaplain sat with me in a tiny room, wait-
. ing to find out the result of Jack's x -rays for awhile, and then | was alone. The small consultation room had no windows and
: low light. It was silent. "Father," | prayed, "my parents and brother are gone, my sister is busy with her family and my in -laws
: are busy helping Jack's sister. I'm all alone and worn out, Lord. You're going to have to take care of this for me. I don't h ave
: anything left to give.” | had little energy and three children at home to care for. Thankfully, our oldest son was 16 and prove d
< to be a big help.
: I've learned that it's not so much that God gives you what you can handle, but | think He gives us more than we can
handle so that we realize how much we need Him.

When | could wait no longer, | went to the nurse's station to ask if they had any results. They didn't, but | did fi nd out
that some people were waiting for me in another area.  Little did | know that even before | cried out to God, my son had called
< the prayer chains at two different churches and the Lord had been sending friends and pastors to comfort us!

. On the way down from the roof, the Lord had told Jack he wouldn't die, but the report showed he would be in for a lo ng
: recovery. He'd smashed his heels, fractured his ankles, several vertebrae, his right elbow, wrist, jaw and eye socket.

: Jack spent a month in the hospital, having multiple surgeries and healing. He knew that about the only thing he coul d
: control was his attitude, so he chose thankfulness. He even wrote thank you notes to the kitchen staff on the back of his men u.

: His speed of recovery progressed beyond what the doctors expected. He was able to witness to many hospital staff members
: and other patients.

: At home, God provided above and beyond for us. For two months, many people took turns bringing us lovely meals, of-

: ten enough food for more than one day. | was so used to receiving so much at one time, that when one friend brought us cans o f
: soup | was surprised. But then we came down with a virus and it was exactly what we needed. Another day | was too ex-

: hausted to go shopping and we were low on fresh produce. A delivery truck showed up with a beautiful fruit basket from an old

. friend that had moved out of state. Each day, each week seemed filled with miracles of God's care for all of us.

: | was used to Jack traveling because of his job, but | always hated when he was away. Yet, during the month Jack spe nt
: in the hospital, a warm presence stayed by me each night as | crawled into bed. | actually felt the presence of the Holy Spir it in
: a very real way, never feeling alone.

: Eventually, Jack came home. He spent another five months mostly in a wheelchair, while recovering and learning to

: walk again. During that time, God gave our family a chance to grow together in a way we never had before. We learned to trust

: the Lord more completely, to see Him meet all of our needs each day. It would take many pages to record the wonderful way

. the Lord touched our lives through others and by the presence of His Spirit.

After months of mountain top experiences, we had to walk back down to the valley, filled with challenges. It was as

: though the Lord prompted me, assuring me that with His guidance, I could take steps of faith. | might not feel His presence i n
: the same way, but He would always be there. As Jesus said, " And surely | am with you always . . ." Mt. 28:20a NIV

: While | wouldn't necessarily want to sign up again for such a crash course in learning to lean on God, the experienc e

: changed Jack and me irrevocably --for the better. I'm glad | don't know the future, because each day has enough worries of its

: own. But | do know the loving, merciful, one true God who will always be by my side and take care of me in whatever circum-

. stance He sees fit to draw me closer to himself.

: Dear Father, thank you for loving us, your children, enough to do what is best for us. Help us to see your grace and mercy at
: work in our lives. Please give us joy and wisdom in our trials. Enable us to bring our troubles and tears to you, where we ma y
: find your rest and lean on you, our loving and accepting God. In Jesus' name, amen.
