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Tattoos: False Religious Practice or
Ornamentation?

In Leviticus 19.28 God declares to the ancient Israelites, "Do not cut your bodies for the dead
or put tattoo marks on yourselves. | am the LORD." However, a growing humber of Christians are
choosing to tattoo their bodies. Shouldn't they be condemned for this? This Levitical law seems pretty
cut and dry. Or does it? When we start peeling away the cultural and historical layers encompassing
this law, we find something quite different then what appears on the surface.

To understand Leviticus 19.28 in context it is necessary to read it within verses 26 through
31, since together they form a cohesive passage of scripture. Here we find God warning his covenant
people of Israel to stay far away from the religious practices of the surrounding people. For, in regards to verse 28 in part icular,
during this period in history it was popular to cut and mark ones body in mourning for the dead, as a religious practice. Thi sis
much different then tattooing for body decor or self -expression. Among Bible scholars there is nearly a universal understanding
that what is prohibited in verse 28 is marking one's body in relation to false religious practices.

The tattoo of today has Il ittle in common with what i s dg
-expression. In our culture people modify their appearance for beauty in many ways such as clothing choice, makeup, plastic
surgery, haircutting and coloring, weight loss, bodybuilding, and ear piercing. Some of these practices have a history in anc ient
ritual and false religion, yet in our cultural context they do not denote a connection with evil or false faith. In the same way
tattoos today do not link the wearer to cultic worship practices and is not generally practiced for ancient religious purpose S,
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tattoos today are for ornamentation.

If you love eating yogurt like | do then | have a money saving, healthy recipe for making yogurt. | have been making home-
made yogurt by the half gallon and the recipe it not only easy but gives you the sense of knowing what your making doesn't

have a lot of additives and is healthy. | eat the yogurt plain, with a spoon of jelly for flavor, honey & wheat germ or use it as a
substitute for anything that calls for buttermilk or sour cream such as pancakes, biscuits and even on baked potatoes.

Yogurt Recipe
1/2 gallon of milk (whole or 2% either works fine) and 1/2 cup of powdered milk and heat to 180 degrees. Turn off heat and let
cool to 115 degrees. Take 2 cups of milk mixture and add in 1/2 cup of "Plain" yogurt, mix well and then mix this back into the

rest of the milk mixture.  (IF you add the yogurt to the milk mixture above 115 degrees you will kill the active culture and your
yogurt will not turn out, also it mustbe  plain yogurt as your starter). Then | pour the yogurt into 2 quart canning jars that
have warmed in hot tap water.  Put lids on and wrap the 2 jars separately in a large bath towel or blanket and let sit undis-
turbed for about 4 -5 hours. (I have been putting mine in a small playmate cooler and tucking 1 bath towel over/around them.)
Then refrigerate. Aways save back a half cup of your batch to make the next one!
